Tuition fee amendments and additional fee charges might be applicable in line with the Ministry of Education - Department of
Private Education. The amendments will be applied to all students for the tuition fees of academic year 2026-2027

e Students Funded by Parents:

1) A non-refundable deposit of KD100 is required to secure a place at DBS. This deposit will be credited towards the first installment and will only
guarantee a spot until the first day of school.

2) The full payment of the first installment is due on the first day of the 2026-2027 academic year.

3) If a parent fails to make payments on time, the school reserves the right to withhold the student’s report cards until the outstanding balance is
settled.

4)  School uniforms are mandatory for all students and are available for purchase at the school store.

e Students Funded by the Public Authority of the Disabled:

1)  Parents must submit the referral form, specifying DBS as the approved school and indicating the division to which the student will be assigned.

2) Parents are required to promptly sign the payment statements and pledges issued by the Public Authority for the Disabled. Failure to sign each
payment on time may result in deductions from the student’s account. The parent is solely responsible for any consequences arising from delays.

3) Ifthere is a scheduled review date concerning the educational decision or the disability certificate issued by the Public Authority for the Disabled,
or if the school requests such a review, the parent must visit the Public Authority and submit any required updates without delay to the Registration
Department. If the student’s file is incomplete, the parent will be responsible for the full payment of fees.

4) The parent is fully responsible for covering all school fees if the Public Authority refuses to make payment for any reason.

5) The RI fees covered by the Public Authority for the Disabled include tuition and book fees. The Public Authority reserves the right to determine
the RI core subject fees on a case-by-case basis, as deemed necessary for each student. Separate decisions will be made for each student.

6) The Parent is Required to Attend the Student Regularly Without Interruption or Absence, Except for an Acceptable Excuse and for a Limited
Period, and to Notify the Public Authority for Disabled Affairs accordingly.

Withdrawal Policy:

The school follows the Ministry of Education’s guidelines for student withdrawals during the academic year:

1)  If the student withdraws after the first installment is due at the start of the academic year, the school is entitled to 40% of the annual fees.
2) If the student withdraws after the second installment is due (January 1st), the school is entitled to 70% of the annual fees.

3) If the student withdraws after the third installment due date, the school is entitled to the full annual fees.

The withdrawal policies of the Public Authority for the Disabled will apply to students funded by the PAD

Late Registration Policy:

1)  Students Funded by Parents: In the event of late registration, the school will follow the Private Education Department’s policy, which stipulates
that fees will be calculated starting from the student’s first day at DBS. Any period before the student’s official start date will not be included in
the annual fee calculation.

2) Students Funded by Public Authority of Disabled: The Public Authority’s late registration policies will apply to students funded by the PAD.
